Tuition in Speech and Drama Training 

The school offers individual, shared or group Speech and Drama training on payment of a fee as follows:









    Fees per term

	Individual Training: 10 x 30 minutes

	Shared Training (with one other girl)

	Group Training (for groups of 5-10 pupils)*
per girl: 10 x 30 minutes

*If a group is created with only 4 pupils the cost will be £82.50 per pupil.
*If the group is created with only 3 pupils the cost will be £110 per pupil.

Thirty sessions will be given during the course of the school year, which may be distributed unevenly between the three school terms.  In Years 7, 8, 9 and 10 the training is held during the school day and pupils come out of their classes on a rota basis in order to attend.  On these occasions your child will be responsible for liaising with their teachers and making sure that they have covered the work they have missed.  As lessons in the normal curriculum are 50 minutes long, no student should miss an entire lesson at any stage, unless an exceptional circumstance.
If your child wishes to take training in solo or duo acting and a musical instrument, it is usual for only one of these to take place during normal lesson time.  In these circumstances we shall do our best to arrange for one of these activities to take place before or after school, although this may not always be possible.  Training for students in Years 11 and above are held either during the lunch hour, or before or after school. Owing to the high demand of lessons we may have to place your child on a waiting list. This will be operated on a first come, first served basis.
All students, unless there are exceptional circumstances, will take an annual examination set by LAMDA (The London Academy of Music and Dramatic Art).  Solo and duo awards at Grades 6, 7 and 8 are recognised by some Universities and Colleges, Admission Service (UCAS); a merit at Grade 8 is equivalent to an A Grade at AS level.
Parents who wish to terminate training at the end of a term must give one full term’s written notice.

If you wish for your child to have Speech and Drama training, please complete the enclosed form and return it to school as soon as possible.  
Speech and Drama fees will be paid directly to your child’s Speech and Drama Teacher via BACS.  Their teacher will email you with an invoice at the start of each term and the full fee cost for 10 sessions will be payable before the end of the first month of that term. (September, January and April). Failure to pay on time will result in your child’s Speech and Drama lessons being suspended unless paid within 7 days of the due date. A payment over this date will result in a late payment fee of £20. If your payment is more than 7 days late, the teacher has a right to cancel your child’s lessons and they may forfeit their place for Speech and Drama training.
Prices may be subject to change each academic year.
